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ONSOZ

Saygideger hocam Prof. Dr. K. Levent Zoroglu’nu bdyle bir yaziyla kisaca tanitmak gergekten ¢ok zor bir g6-
revdi benim i¢in. Caligsmalari, yasantisi, prensipleri ve kisisel 6zellikleriyle biiyiik bir deger olan hocami hal boyle
iken kisa bir yaziyla, sanki cerceve icerisine sikistirilmis bir fotograf tadinda, nasil anlatabilirdim ki. Buna ragmen
ben de kendisinin her zaman yaptig1 gibi zor olan1 yapmaya c¢aligarak bu sinirli sayfalarda O’nu ve bu zamana
kadar geride biraktiklarin1 sunmaya gayret ettim.

1971 yilinda Side Miizesi’nde baglayan meslek hayatini, 1977 yilinda iiniversitedeki akademik ortama tagtyan
degerli hocam Prof. Dr. K. Levent Zoroglu’nu ilk kez bundan tam 24 y1l 6nce tanimigtim. Bu ilk tanigma benim
icin hi¢ unutulmayacak bir aniy1 da icinde barindirmaktadir. Ben siniftaki diger arkadaslarimdan biraz daha gec
bagladigim i¢in heniiz hicbir derse girmemistim. Okula geldigim ilk hafta boliim dersliklerimizin bulundugu ko-
ridordaki B1 122 nolu smifin 6niinde Arkeolojiye Giris adli dersin baglamasini bekliyordum. Dersin hocasinin
Dog. Dr. Levent Zoroglu oldugunu ders programindan biliyordum ama kendisini hi¢ gérmemistim. Tam o sirada
oldukca vakur, ciddi ve sik giyimli bir hoca benim 6niimden gegerek sinifa giriverdi ve kapiyr kapatti. Haliyle
sinifa ondan sonra girmek zorunda kalmistim. Hemen derse bagladi ve tahtaya bir seyler yazdi, tahtada yazacak
yer kalmadiginda ise bana bakarak “Sen cezalisin” dedi ve tahtay1 silmemi istedi. Benim tahta silme cezam ders
sona erene kadar devam etti. Sonradan 6grendik ki hocamiz kendisinden sonra derse girilmesine ¢ok kizar ve bunu
bazen sozle, bazen bu tiir davraniglarla, kimi zaman da derse almayarak muhakkak cezalandirirdi. Hocamiz hak-
liyd1 clinkii kendisi derslerine gelmemezlik yapmadig1 gibi gec de kalmazdi. Bu tutumundan emekli oldugu giine
kadar asla taviz vermedi ve bu yoniiyle herkesin takdirini kazandi. Bu yiizden de 6grenciligimiz boyunca kendisi
en ¢ekindigimiz hoca olmustur. Benimkisi galiba sansli oldugum bir giine denk gelmisti ve ucuz atlatmistim. Belki
de bu olay hocamla bugiine kadar siirecek olan birlikteligimizin bir habercisiydi. Clinkii ayn1 yilin sonunda 6gren-
ci olarak katildigim ve beni bu meslek diginda bagka hicbir meslegi yapamam diyecek kadar sabit diisiinceli hale
getiren, Kelenderis Antik Kenti Kazisi’nin bagkan1 da yine kendisiydi.

Benim gibi daha bir¢ok kisiyi akademisyenlige yonlendiren ve bu konuda elinden gelen tiim imkani bizler i¢in
hi¢ cekinmeden seferber eden hocamiz, emeginin karsiligini da fazlasiyla almigtir. Halen tilkemizdeki pek ¢ok
iniversitenin arkeoloji boliimlerinde, Kiiltiir ve Turizm Bakanligi’nda ve miizelerde O’nun yetistirdigi, ondan feyz
almis olan 6grencileri gorev yapmaktadirlar. Bunlardan akademik hayata devam edenler bulunduklari iiniversite-
lerin iiretkenligine 6nemli katkilar sagladiklar1 gibi ayni zamanda bir¢ogu ulusal ve uluslararasi alanda ses getiren
arkeolojik kaz1 ve arastirma projelerine baskanlik etmekte, onemli islere imza atmaktadirlar. Ogrencilerinin ba-
sarili olmalarindaki yegéne ortak nokta hepsinin Levent Zoroglu hocalarindan 6grendiklerini harfiyen uygulama
gayretleridir. Levent Zoroglu hocamiz ve Kelenderis Kazis1 etrafinda filizlenen 6grencileri icin bir okul olmusg, bu
okulun gayretli 6grencileri feyz aldiklar1 gelenegin birer temsilcisi ve dgreticisi haline gelmiglerdir. Hocamiz ve
ekibi tipkt bir asirlik ¢inar agaci gibi lilkemizin akademik hayatina ve arkeolojisine yikilmamak iizere kok salmig
durumdadir. Bu gelenek iilkemiz arkeolojisine yaklasik 50 yilin1 adamis olan hocamizin adeta bir ekol haline gel-
mis ¢aligsma sistemi ve etik degerler olgusundan meydana gelmektedir. Levent Zoroglu ekolii; usanmadan ¢aligkan
olmak, ciddi ve disiplinli olmak, titiz olmak, sabirli olmak, arastiran ve sorgulayan olmak, hoggoriilii olmak, ada-
letli olmak, yardimsever olmak, paylasmak ve her seyden 6nemlisi bir bilim insani oldugunu unutmadan caligmak
tizerine kuruludur.

Prof. Dr. Levent Zoroglu ismi akademik diinyada iki ana disiplinle 6zdeslesmis durumdadir. Bunlardan ilki ar-
keolojik kazilarda ve buna bagli olarak miize koleksiyonlarinda en sik gordiigiimiiz seramiklerdir. Degerli hocam
yurt icinde ve yurt disinda hemen her donemden seramikler {izerine bircok yayin yapmis ve bu yiizden de hem
tilkemizde hem de yurt disinda hatir1 sayilir bir yer edinmistir. Daha 6nceki dénemlerde dikkate deger bulunmayan
Hellenistik ve Roma Donemi seramikleri ile ilgilenerek bu alanda uzmanlagsan Levent Zoroglu hocamiz bu konu-
da calisanlarin oldugu kadar seramik aragtirmalar1 alaninda faaliyet gosteren kurum ve kuruluglarin da miiracaat
ettikleri bir otorite haline gelmistir. Kendisinin uluslararasi seramik komisyonlarina olan tiyelikleri ve Corpus
Vasorum Antiquorum Tiirkiye Komitesi’nin baskanligim yiiriitiiyor olmasi bunun en acik gostergesidir. Alaninda
diinyanin en saygin projelerinden birisi olan Corpus Vasorum Antiquorum serisinin Tiirkiye’deki ilk band1 olan
“Silifke Miizesi Corpus’unu” ¢ikaran Levent Zoroglu lilkemizde bu alandaki bir ilke imza atmis oldu. Doktora tezi
kapsaminda tespitini yaptig1 “Kizilirmak Havzast Seramikleri” ifadesini literatiire kazandirmisgtir.

Levent Zoroglu ismiyle 6zdeslesen ikinci ¢agrisim ise Kelenderis Antik Kenti ve kentin icinde yer aldig1 Ki-
likya Bolgesi olmugstur. Hocamizin Kelenderis’le tanismasi uzun yillar calistigi Stratonikeia’dan ayrilarak kendi
adina calismaya karar verdigi 1980°li yillara kadar uzamr. Ozge¢misinde de goriilecegi iizere kendisi, 6nceki
yillarda Stratonikeia diginda da pek ¢ok projede ekip iiyesi olarak gorev aldig: gibi, bir boliimiinii de bizzat yonet-
mistir. Neredeyse arkeoloji ile ilk tanigtig1 yildan itibaren araliksiz kazi ve aragtirmalara katilmistir. Zoroglu nun
Kelenderis’e yonelmesindeki en 6nemli etken Silifke Miizesi’nde gérmiis oldugu Attik vazolardir. Zamanin miize
miidiirii olan dostunun bu eserlerin Kelenderis’ten geldigini sdylemesi, burada uzun yillar siirecek kazi ve arastir-
malarin da kivileimini ateglemis oldu. Kentte ve bolgede birkac yil siirdiirdiigii incelemelerin ardindan 1986 yilin-
da Anamur Miize Miidiirliigii ile ortak olarak baglatt1g1 Kelenderis Kazilari’n1 sonraki yillarda kendisine verilen
Bakanlar Kurulu Karari ile baskan olarak yiirlitmeye baslamistir. Gecmiste ¢ok fazla ragbet gormeyen bu yiizden
de oldukca bakir durumda olan Kilikya Bolgesi’ne gelerek oldukga zor sartlarda basarili ve uzun soluklu caligsma-
lar gerceklestirmis olmasi, kendisini Kilikya Bolgesi tarihi cografyasi ve arkeolojisiyle ilgili de otoritelerden biri
haline getirmistir.

27 yi1l 6nce nerdeyse bir kazma, kiirek ve el arabasiyla, ¢cok gii¢ sartlarda baglamis olan Kelenderis Antik Kenti
Kazilari, hocamizin sahip oldugu pratik zekasi, biiyiik fedakarliklar1 ve stratejik planlamasi sayesinde her y1l giic-
lenen ve kendi ekoliinii yaratmig olan kurumsal bir yap1 halini almigtir. Bu kurumsal yapi, bir¢ok bilim insaninin
ve arkeologun mesleki gelisimine vesile oldugu gibi etik degerlere duyarl ve disiplinli bireylerin yetistirilmesine
de biiyiik katk1 saglamistir. Kelenderis Kazis1 ayn1 zamanda Selcuk Universitesi, Arkeoloji Boliimii’niin de halen
devam eden uygulamali egitim ve 6gretimin verildigi bir kaz1 laboratuari olmustur. Benden 6nce, benim zama-
nimda ve sonrasindaki 6grencilerin Kelenderis kazis1 icin sdyledikleri su soz; “sayet bir sey dgrenmek istiyorsan
kesinlikle Kelenderis Kazist’'na katilmalisin” bu kurumsal yapinin degerini gosteren en somut kanittir. Bu s6ziin
ortaya cikmasinin sebebi pek tabii ki Levent Zoroglu hocamizin isine olan ciddi bakisi ve tavizsiz disiplin anlayi-
stydi. 1990 yilindan itibaren kazisina katilarak bu duruma en uzun siire tanik olan kisi olma serefi de bu satirlarin
yazarina nasip olmugtur. Bir giin bile hocamizin bizden sonra kalktigini, kazi alanina gelmedigini ve herhangi bir
sorumuzu cevapsiz biraktigini gormedim. Hemen her giin sabahin bes bucugunda kalkar, gece yatana kadar da
biiyiik bir heyecan ve istekle ¢alisirdi. Ilk zamanlar tiikenmek bilmeyen bu giicii nereden buldugunu saskinlikla
karsiladigim hocami tanidikca bunun bir felsefe, bir ask oldugunu anladim. Agik olunan ise arkeoloji bilimiydi. Bu
felsefe onun biz 6grencilerine tekrarladigi su ciimlelerinde ses bulurdu;

“Kazilarda onemli olan hizli kazmak degildir. Bizler defineci degil bilim insanlariyiz. Arkeolojik alan kazilar
swradan kazilar degildir. Bizler vurdugunuz her kazmaya ve buldugumuz her esere cok biiyiik dzen gostermek zo-
rundayiz. Bu sebeple calismalarin her asamast biiyiik bir titizlikle takip edilmeli ve eksiksiz bir sekilde kayit altina
alinmalidir”.

Levent Zoroglu yaptig1 tiim ¢alismalarinda bu etik degerlere bagh kalmig, bundan da asla taviz vermemistir.
Kazi1 ve aragtirmalarinda reklam yaparak popiiler olmak gibi bir diiglincesi de asla olmamus, tek gayesi ortaya
cikardig1 sonuclart kiiltiirel mirasin korunmasi ve tanitilmasina yonelik bir arac¢ olarak kullanmak, yakin ¢alisma
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arkadaglarini da bu yonde tegvik etmektir. Ayn1 prensiplerle Tarsus Miize Miidiirliigii ile ortak olarak 1994-2003
yillar1 arasinda Tarsus Cumhuriyet Alan1 kazilarini yiiriitmiig, boylece Kilikya Bolgesi’nin hem daglik hem de
ovalik boliimiinde kaz1 yaparak iilkemiz arkeolojisine olan hizmetlerine bir yenisini daha eklemistir.

Prof. Dr. Levent Zoroglu akademik ve mesleki hayatindaki sayginlig ile basarisini, atandig1 idari gorevlerin
yanu sira yiiriittiigii proje ve faaliyetlerde de gostermistir. Boylece hem bagli bulundugu Selguk Universitesi’ni en
iyi sekilde temsil etmis hem de pek ¢ok kurum ve kurulusun fikrine bagvurdugu veya kendisinden istifade etmek
istedigi degerli bir sahsiyet haline gelerek, basta ailesi olmak tizere tiim dostlar1 ve biz 6grencilerinin gurur kayna-
81 olmugtur. Hocamizin kazilarda ve Kiiltiir Varliklarin1 Koruma Kurullari’ndaki gorevleri sirasinda korumacilik
ve kiiltiirel miras yonetimi konularinda ortaya koydugu fikirleri ile gerceklestirdigi uygulamalar, bu alanda cesa-
retle atilan adimlar olarak 6rnek gosterilen diizenlemelerdir. Bu konuda sahip oldugu bilgi birikimi ve tecriibe-
sinden ilgili kurum ve kuruluslarin kendisini davet ederek faydalanmak istemis olmalari, hocamizin korumacilik
alanindaki etkinliginin en biiyiik ispatidir. Hocamiz tarafindan Kelenderis ve ¢evresindeki kiiltiir varliklarinin ko-
runmasit konusunda alinan kararlar, bolgenin gelecek nesillere aktarilmasinda tarihi 6neme sahip uygulamalardir.
Kendisinin Adana Kiiltiir ve Tabiat Varliklarin1 Koruma Kurulu iiyeligi donemindeki ¢cabalar1 da hep bu dogrul-
tuda olmugtur. Bununla birlikte hayatinin biiyiik bir boltiimiinii gecirdigi Konya nin kiiltiirel ve kentsel mirasinin
korunmasi icin yaptiklari, bugiin i¢in degeri anlagilamasa da gelecekte ortaya cikacak olan kazanimlarla farkina
varilabilecek olan onemli birer adimlardir. Bugiin Konya kent merkezindeki tiim ingai faaliyetlerde ortaya ¢ikan
kalintilarin tespit edilerek kayit altina alinmasini tamamen Levent Zoroglu hocamizin Konya Koruma Kurulu
Bagkanlig1 donemindeki yilmak bilmeyen miicadelelerine bor¢lu oldugumuza tarih muhakkak sahitlik edecektir.

Ogrenciliginden itibaren baglayan kazi ve arastirma tecriibesi, bitmek bilmeyen calisma arzusu, yetistirdigi
miizeci ve akademisyenler, bilimsel etige olan saygisi, caliskanligi ve disiplinli tutumu, hocamizin arkeoloji bi-
limi konusunda iilkemizin saygi ve sevgi duyulan, ayn: zamanda 6rnek alinan ve her zaman fikrine bagvurulan
yeri doldurulamayacak nitelikteki bilim insanlarindan biri olmasini saglamigtir. Yurt i¢cinde almig oldugu 6diil ve
tesviklerin yani sira biiylik cogunlugu yurt dis1 kurum ve kuruluglar tarafindan verilen burslar kendisinin ne denli
onemli bir bilim insani1 oldugunun apagik gostergesidir. Yayinlar listesinde de goriilebilecegi gibi Prof. Dr. L.
Zoroglu, sahip oldugu bu mesleki bilgi ve becerisini iiretime doniistiirmiis olmastyla da hakli bir sayginlik kazan-
mugtir. Bagta seramik sanati olmak {izere yurt icinde ve yurt diginda, arkeolojinin pek ¢ok alaniyla ilgili makaleler
yazmis, konferanslar vermis, seminer ve panellere konusmaci ve yonetici olarak katilmig ve kitaplar yazmistir. An-
cak kendisi bununla da yetinmemis arkeolojinin sevdirilmesi, korumacilik zihniyetinin gelistirilebilmesi adina pek
cok platformda konusmalar yapmis, fikirler iiretmis ve de bunlar1 tiim meslektaglariyla her ortamda paylagmstir.

Bu kitapta Hocamizin hayatindaki iki kisiden bahsetmemek biiyiik haksizlik olur diye diislinliyorum. Bunlar
hocamizin saygideger esi Handan Zoroglu Hocam ve sevgili kiz1 Deniz Zoroglu’dur. Handan Zoroglu hocam di-
yorum, giinkii kendisi benim iiniversite 1. siniftaki Ingilizce dersime girmisti. Onlar1 da hocamla ayn1 y1l tanidim.
Pek cok kazi sezonunda birlikte kaldik. Zaten her ikisi de kaz1 ekibinin dogal birer iiyesi olmuslardi. Ozellikle
Handan Hocam’in isi cok zordu. Ciinkii neredeyse olmayan malzemeyle, derme ¢catma mutfakta {istiine iistliik
cok sicak bir ortamda bizleri doyurabilmek i¢in yilmadan yemekler yapardi. Sayesinde hi¢ a¢ kalmazdik. O’nun
Konya’da kendi elleriyle yaptig1 ev recelleri kahvalti soframizi ayrica taglandirirdi. Deniz, yorgun giin sonlarinda
bizlerin oyun arkadag: olur, hepimize nege katardi. Anlayacagimiz ailesinden yazin da ayr1 kalmak zorunda olan
ogrenciler i¢in sicak bir aile ortami burada yaratilmisti. Kazida gordiigiim bu tabloyu adeta hizlandirilmis bir film
karesi gibi simdi aynen kendim de yasiyorum.

Saygideger Hocam Prof. Dr. K. Levent Zoroglu’nun arkeoloji bilimine ve lilkemizin kiiltiirel mirasina yapti§1
katki ve hizmetlerine karsilik minnettarligimizi sunmak adina kendisi i¢in hazirlanan bu armagan kitabina degerli
yazilari ile katki saglayan tiim yazarlara ¢ok tesekkiir eder, siikranlarimi sunarim. Benim de icerisinde yer aldigim
bilim kurulumuzun degerli iiyeleri Prof. Dr. Celal Simsek, Prof. Dr. Nurettin Arslan ve Prof. Dr. Bilal Sogiit’e
gelen makalelerin degerlendirilmesi sirasinda gostermis olduklar: 6zen ve harcadiklar: degerli emekleri icin min-
nettarli§imi sunarim. Tesekkiirlin en biiyiigiinii de, bir makalesinin yan1 sira, kitabin sunug boliimiinii yazmay1
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hic tereddiit etmeden kabul ederek, gegirdigi biiyiik bir trafik kazasi sonucu viicudundaki kiriklara aldirmadan,
hastanedeki hasta yataginda “Sunus” yazisini kaleme alan degerli hocam Prof. Dr. Omer Ozyigit’e ayirmak istiyo-
rum. Kendisine yakisan bu tavriyla Omer Hocam gercekten vefali bir dost, iyi bir meslektas ve etkileyici bir yazar
oldugunu hepimize bir kez daha gostermistir.

Ayrica ilk teklif gotiirdiiglimde, iiniversitemizin kurulusunda ve sonraki donemlerinde iiniversitemiz i¢in bii-
yiik emekleri olan boyle degerli bir hocamiz i¢in memnuniyetle bir seyler yazmak isteriz diyerek teklifi kabul eden
ve desteklerini esirgemeyen Selguk Universitesi'nin degerli Rektorii Sayin Prof. Dr. Hakk1 Gokbel ve Edebiyat
Fakiiltesi’nin Dekan1 Sayim Prof. Dr. Alim Giir hocalarima da ayr1 ayri tesekkiir eder, saygilarimi sunarim.

Bu kitabin meydana gelmesinde, yazarlar ve bilim komitesinin diginda, tesekkiirii hak eden bircok kisi var.
Onlara tesekkiir etmemek biiyiik haksizlik olurdu. Bagta Ingilizce metin ve 6zetlerin biiyiik cogunlugunu oku-
yarak diizeltme sabrin1 gosteren sevgili dostum Chris Lihghtfoot’a, ayn1 sekilde Tiirk¢e metinlerin okunmasin-
da gostermis oldugu sabri, titizligi ve gayretleri igin 6grencim Zehra Ceylanci’ya, Ingilizce 6zetlerin Tiirkgeye
cevrilmesindeki 6zverili calismasi icin Ars. Gor. Dr. Zafer Korkmaz’a, makalelerin yazim kurallarinin kontrolii
gibi mesakkatli ve bir o kadar da dikkat gerektiren iste gdstermis olduklar1 hassasiyet, calisma azmi ve tiikenmek
bilmeyen enerjileri i¢in Senol Seving’e, Ars. Gor. Dr. Volkan Yildiz’a, baz1 makalelerdeki ¢izimleri yeniden yap-
mak durumunda kaldigimizda bu konuda yanimizda olan 6grencim Arkeolog Ciineyt Oz’e ve zaman zaman fikir
alisverisinde bulundugum sevgili Candemir Zoroglu’na ne kadar tesekkiir etsem azdir.

Tiim bunlarim yani sira bu kitabin yaymlanmasina verdikleri maddi destekten dolay1 Suna Inan — Kira¢ Akdeniz
Medeniyetleri Arastirma Enstitiisii’'ne (AKMED) ve onun degerli miidiirii Sayin Kayhan Dértliik’e ¢ok tesekkiir
eder, siikranlarimi sunarim. Son olarak da her bir enstriimandan ayr1 ayri ¢ikan notalarin kulaga hog gelen tinilara

Senin igin bu yaziy1 Ege Universitesi Hastanesi’nin bir odasinda, trafik kazasi nedeniyle ¢ok sayida ba-
cak, omurga ve kaburga kemigim kirik olarak yaziyorum. Daha dogrusu ben sdyliiyorum, bir 6grencim kaleme
aliyor. Bana verilen bu gorevi daha iyi kosullarda yerine getirmek isterdim. Icinde bulundugum durum nedeniyle
animsayamadigim {istiin niteliklerin i¢in simdiden eksikligimi hog gor. Biliyorsun yarim yiizyila yakin siire 6nce
seninle tanmigmistik Dil ve Tarih-Cografya Fakiiltesinin dersliklerinde. 1960’11 yillarin sonlarina dogruydu. Sen
gececiydin ben de giindiizcii; ama kimi zaman ben gece derslerine giriyordum, sen de giindiiz derslerine. Daha
sonraki yillarda da yazgilarimiz benzedi. Bir siire miizecilik yaptik seninle. Sen Side ve Ankara Anadolu Me-
deniyetleri Miizesi’'nde, ben ise Bergama Arkeoloji Miizesi’nde ¢alistim. Miizecilikten akademisyenlik hayatina
gecen ilk arkeologlardandik. Bu miizecilik yasamimizda da seninle oldukca deneyim kazandik biirokrasi ve kazilar
konusunda. O zamanlar meslegimize baglanisgimiz daha bir bagkaydi. Miizeciler icerisinde en geng, en idealist
kisilerdik. Ayni1 anda akademisyenlik i¢in ugras veren miizecilerdik.

Mesleki onurumuzdan ve sayginligimizdan hi¢bir zaman 6diin vermedik. Ozellikle Kiiltiir ve Tabiat Varliklarini
Koruma Kurulu iiyeliklerimiz sirasinda. Bu ¢ok 6énemliydi. Ulkemizin ve biitiin insanligin mali olan kiiltiirel
varliklarin korunmasi konusunda dogru bildigimizden sasmadik ve tek bir dogru ¢izgide yiiriidiik. Bu yaklagim
bizi bir¢ok giicliikle zaman zaman karsi1 karsiya birakti; ancak mesleki sayginligimizi her zaman korumus olmamiz
bizden sonrakilere ne yazik ki pek 6rnek olamadi.

Atina Havaalani’nda unuttugun paltonu almak icin
ucaga kosarak dalmani ve arkandan ¢ok sayida Yunanli polisin de seninle birlikte ucaga kosturmasini; ayrica Pire
limaninda Hanya’ya gitmek iizere gemiye cok sayidaki bavulumun bir boliimiinii tagiman sirasinda bana kizmani
ve birlikte kaldigimiz otel odalarinda seni uyutmamami unutmadim. Bunlar bende hos anilar olarak kaldi.

Sagalassos Nasil Ortaya Cikt1?
Bir Seramoloji Arastirmasi

Bu ¢alismada, seramoloji arastirmasina bagl olusan ufuk turu (tour de horizon) antik Sagalassos’un
kontekslerinden elde edilen verilere gore tamtilacaktir. Arkaik donemde bolgesel yerlesim dokusunun
gelisiminin itici giicii, maddi kiiltiiriin tipik buluntularina sahip genis ¢calisma bolgesindeki diger vadi
ve alanlarda yer almaktaydi. Sagalassos ve esasen Diizen Tepe, tarihi Klasik Donem’e kadar giden
verlesim dokusu ile maddi kiiltiir kalintilarina sahiptir. Bugiine kadar bilinmeyen sebeplerle Hellenistik,
Sagalassos kenti kendi olanaklari ile siirekli geliserek bolgesel gii¢c haline gelmistir. Cagdag seramik
asamblesinin geligimide oldukca genis sosyal dokuyu da yansitmaktadir.

Ancient Sagalassos is a well-investigated archaeological site, located in the western parts of the Turkish Taurus
mountain range. The ancient town overlooked the central and eastern parts of the Aglasun mountain basin, through
which the Aglasun Cay1 flows. The multi-strategy research programme of the University of Leuven at Sagalas-
sos is holistic by design, yet, so far, developed its main scientific momentum on aspects of Roman Imperial and
Early Byzantine urban and regional archaeology!. The question of origin of this particular urban community is,
of course, unavoidable, but the splendour of the extant archaeological remains, combined with the conditions of
stratigraphical superposition and erosional activity, has hampered developing systematic fieldwork into this issue
so far?. This paper will present the ceramological evidence in reference to this research question, of which much
was collected during various surveying campaigns at Sagalassos, Diizen Tepe and in the Aglasun Valley, but also
during excavation and other disciplinary activities at Sagalassos, Diizen Tepe and in the Sagalassos Project’s study
area, represented by the territory dependent on Roman Imperial Sagalassos. Ceramological data and archaeometri-
cal analysis form the backbone of this paper.
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The Archaic period

The oldest, meaningful collection of sherds found at Sagalassos, with defined fabrics and morphology, belongs
to the Classical/Hellenistic (fifth-second centuries BCE) period, and is well represented as surface material in an
extensive area mainly in the south-western parts of the archaeological site. In order to relate this material to the
possible origin of the town, it is of importance to consider what happened in the preceding centuries.

Indeed, the Archaic period (c. 750-546 BCE) marks a change, following many centuries with practically unknown
material culture. The available Archaic material consists of small collections of sherds mainly picked up as ‘grab
samples’ during extensive survey campaigns in the Sagalassos Project’s wider study area. So far, no such material
was found during the intensive urban survey or excavation campaigns at Sagalassos itself or at the neighbouring
archaeological site of Diizen Tepe, while only one Archaic sherd was identified during the intensive survey cam-
paigns in the Aglasun Valley. The sites where such material was retrieved concern major settlements within large
agricultural plains, such as Diiver/Darsa in the south-west part of Burdur plain and Seydikoy in the eastern part
of the Celtikci plain, mountain sites or fortified kales overlooking large swathes of territory with adjoining settle-
ment areas near Hacilar Kalesi, Kepez Kalesi, Kayis and Tagkap1 Kalesi, and a settlement at Aykirik¢a, east from
the Canakli plain (Fig. 1)3. Recent intensive survey work in the southern and western parts of the Burdur Plain
resulted in the discovery of a series of contemporary small sites located on the low hills surrounding the plain or
along the Diiver Cay1 considered to have been rural hamlets or small villages*. These smaller sites illustrate the
viability and the variety of the Archaic regional settlement pattern, and were possibly focused on the principality
of Diiver/Darsa.

Considering that the study area contains three major plains of Burdur, Celtik¢i and Aglasun/Canakli, we need to
wonder whether the lesser degree of Archaic activity in the latter plain, the one that Sagalassos would overlook, is
a bias of research foci and methods or holds analytical value. Palynological analyses in the Aglasun Valley “show
that human activity increased considerably between ~2800 and ~1010 BP (1% millennium BCE-15t millennium
CE), but so far this evidence could not be tied to an Archaic settlement pattern in this valley. Additional, specific
research is required to inform us on contemporary patterns of settlement location and hierarchy, but the connec-
tivity through natural thoroughfares of Seydikdy, west towards the Burdur plain and south towards the Mediter-
ranean coast, and mainly of Diiver, south towards the Mediterranean coast near Fethiye/Telmessos, east into the
Burdur plain and west towards Denizli, could have induced regional prominence of these sites. From this point of
view, the Aglasun/Canakli plain remains more isolated and less easily connected. Clearly, the site of Diiver, for
which the identification with ancient Darsa was proposed, was an important Archaic principality in the region,
featuring a collection of architectural terracottas, a rock-cut tomb as well as a series of tumuli in the area®.

The most recognisable Archaic pottery categories are Black-on-Red tableware, Geometric painted buff wares,
matt painted wares, and common wares with wide strap handles and flat, stepped bases (Fig. 2). Some of the
painted buff wares decorated with concentric circles, cross-hatched triangles, semicircles pendant from a ground
line, bands and wave lines, as identified at Diiver/Darsa, in the Burdur Plain, and at Hacilar Tekke, Cigirtkankaya
Tepe, Aykirikca, Seydikoy, Kepez kalesi, Kayis kalesi and Kokez kalesi, could possibly be older, representing Iron
Age (c. 1000-750 BCE) material’. Geochemical analysis of the mentioned wares revealed the presence of at least

pattern which seems to pre-configure the Archaic settlement pattern, especially around the Burdur Plain. For comparable decorated wares, see
Momigliano e al. 2011, 61-121.
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two largely different production areas within the study region, which are directly related to the local geological
substrate. Specifically at the site of Diiver/Darsa the use of two distinct local clays from the Lake Burdur basin
was observed. However, only very limited exchange seems to have existed between areas and valleys. In general,
the distribution of material was restricted to either the area of Lake Burdur or the sites located in or neighbour-
ing the Celtik¢i valley system. No actual production sites can be proposed, while it is plausible, when taking into
account the variation of produced wares and the presence of misfired material at some of the sites, that several
production units were active in the study region, of which the nature and scale of output is yet to be determined?.

Based on these ceramological observations, a couple of general indications as to the nature and meaning of the
settlement pattern in the study area in the Archaic period can be brought to bear. Firstly, the contemporary archae-
ology, architecture and material culture in these parts of ancient Pisidia are most elaborate at sites like Uylupinar,
Diiver/Darsa and possibly Olbasa®.

As these sites share settlement characteristics - location on a promontory in or near a lake, central place within
large agricultural plains, surrounded by a monumentalised funerary landscape - we consider their comparable
location along the Burdur-Fethiye natural thoroughfare to be non-coincidental. Considering that the other contem-
porary candidate for such a site, Seydikdy, albeit minus the lake and displaying less elaborate settlement and fu-
nerary characteristics, is located along another natural thoroughfare connecting this plain with the Bay of Antalya,
connectivity seems to be an important element in site and regional development. Further south, along this thor-
oughfare, Black-on-Red and other Archaic wares were discovered at ancient Panemoteichos and ancient Pogla!®,
possibly confirming the aspect of connectivity. It is an open question whether this settlement pattern is compatible
with the contemporary development of sites along the Pamphylian and Lycian coast!'!, and could be sustained in
its development by the increased Mediterranean connectivity from the seventh century BCE onwards. Exchange
patterns involving Greeks, Phoenicians and Cypriots - to name the obvious candidates - and their products grew
more complex from this period onwards, reflecting increasing social complexity, as translated into the organisa-
tion of towns and kingdoms and more abundant archaeological testimonies of class differentiation!?.

Via two major natural arteries, potentially connecting southern with central Anatolia, the study area could have
been tapping into these developments, whilst at the same time developing its own distinct identity, as expressed
in the archaeological record evidencing the collation of contemporary cultural elements in an original model of
bricolage!3. The regional Black-on-Red tablewares can serve as an example in this context, as these are techno-
logically comparable to Levantine Black-on-Red wares!4, but are attested in different shapes and functions in
the study area. The contemporary mountain sites should be considered part of this settlement system, providing
strategic control of the thoroughfares and the principalities in the plain, which possibly, as in the case of Diiver/
Darsa, functioned as central places for the smaller agricultural settlements in the nearby Burdur Plain. The area of
Sagalassos itself remains somewhat remote from these developments, resulting in the less representative archaeol-
ogy attested at sites like Aykirikca and the kale of Tagkapi. Each of these sites made use of a local, reduced ware
made from distinct ophiolitic clays enriched in volcanic rocks and minerals (e.g. biotite and amphibole crystals),

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with generic functionality. These patterns may reflect an interesting intra-regional contrast in which sites and areas
developed different pathways to complexity. No doubt, the entire study area was dependent on agriculture and
pastoralism while mainly the concept of connectivity through natural thoroughfares could result in social develop-
ments going somewhat beyond the agricultural necessities, at least for the happy few.

Classical/Hellenistic times

The Archaic regional settlement pattern is considered to have continued into the next centuries. At most smaller
agricultural sites in the Burdur Plain this was the case, for instance. At Seydikoy and Beloren/Keraitai, on the
other hand, the production of an orange coloured fine-grained fabric typo-chronologically spans these centuries. In
general for the wider study area, however, major changes in ceramic assemblages and settlement location strategy
only came about in the Hellenistic period.

The only settlement in the entire study region which forms an exception to this pattern, originating in Classical
times and displaying considerable growth before the conquest of Alexander the Great, was discovered at Diizen
Tepe, located c. 1.8km to the south of Sagalassos. Its position visually controlled most of the Aglasun Valley.
Diizen Tepe is identified as a site with variegated infrastructural characteristics, such as a fortification system,
a circulation pattern and a variety of vernacular architecture, as well as indications of economic specialisation
(Fig. 3)15. Its Classical/Hellenistic pottery assemblage is dominated by local wares, continuing the same basic pro-
duction formula as at Archaic Aykirik¢a and the kale of Tagkap1. At least two types of local clay outcrops, subject
to considerable depositional variability, were turned into fairly crude ceramic types covering all functionalities.

The majority of the attested fabrics are related to more than one functional category, reflecting a less developed or
specialised landscape of pottery production. When considering the mode of production!® of the Diizen Tepe pot-
tery assemblage, generally, the clay raw materials were prepared into fabrics, some with specific functionality in
mind, the vessels were formed on wheels, and the surfaces of the more representative wares finished with slips.
In 2008, the badly preserved remains of a pottery kiln were excavated at Diizen Tepe, representing most probably
a simple updraught kiln!”, whilst other parts of the associated workshop were investigated in 2011 (Fig. 4). No
production output or misfired vessels could be strictly associated with the workshop or kilns. So far this establish-
ment is one of a kind and does not seem to have formed part of a dedicated artisanal neighbourhood. The presence
of other workshops should not be ruled out, but there are no indications, archaeological, geophysical or otherwise,
for the presence of such installations in the immediate vicinity. When considered together, the attested artisanal
features indicate a level of professional, albeit possibly sporadic potting activity, according to the workshop
mode of production represented at Diizen Tepe, with different units possibly working alongside one another. The
provenance of the clay raw material is generally congruent with this conclusion. Additional potting activity in the
wider area, such as at Sagalassos or in the Aglasun Valley, cannot be excluded at this stage of research, however.

The retrieved table wares (Fig. 5) mostly have badly preserved, dull, thin and coloured slips, which are generally
regarded as a diagnostic feature of Hellenistic table wares, especially before the advent of genuine red sigillata
wares!®, John W. Hayes introduced the term ‘Colour-coated wares’ for this Hellenistic group referring to slipped
products, which “lack a true gloss-coating, but bear a matt or semi-lustrous slip of variable colour, normally
iron-rich and deeper in tone than the body clay”!°. The shapes are mostly versatile, for food service, typically with

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bases of the simple ring foot type, with a few false ring feet, broad bases and one moulded foot?°, and are gener-
ally compatible with Hellenistic models. Echinus bowls or bowls with incurving rim are the most common type
of table ware at Diizen Tepe as is the case on a range of contemporary sites in the eastern Mediterranean2!. Ad-
ditionally, the occurrence of Achaemenid cups and bowls with projecting rims in local/regional fabrics should be
mentioned, as well as one body fragment which could possibly belong to a kantharos. These shapes are considered
to be chronologically compatible with the rest of the material, as are the handful of sherds in black glazed tradi-
tion. In sum, the table wares found at Diizen Tepe represent simple forms and details of execution, emulating in
generic terms forms of stronger potting traditions. The survey and excavation campaigns at Diizen Tepe until now
produced only a marginal amount of imported pottery.

Apart from the simple nature of the forms and functional repertoire of the pottery assemblage of Diizen Tepe, the
cohesiveness of the material needs to be stressed, as well as the compatibility between surface and excavated ma-
terial. Considering the early stages of research, we prefer to conclude the chronological brackets in cultural terms,
by proposing a Classical/Hellenistic affiliation. Most of the surveyed and excavated material can be attributed to
the fourth and third centuries BCE, but for the general site assemblage we prefer to leave matters more open and
propose a chronological positioning between the fifth and second centuries BCE. The attestation of a small quanti-
ty of Roman Imperial Sagalassos red slip ware sherds at Diizen Tepe indicates that the plateau need not have been
entirely deserted in late Hellenistic times. In similar terms, the mass of weathered and fairly undiagnostic material
may bias the identification of some earlier material, but taking the question of stylistic transfer in an understudied
region (such as this one) into account, we should have convincing quantities of diagnostic material at our disposal
to adjust our upper chronological bracket.

Now that the general features of the pottery assemblage of Diizen Tepe are described, we can turn our attention
to neighbouring Sagalassos. During the Sagalassos urban survey campaigns?2, proportionally significant amounts
(0.01 to 0.06 sherds/m2, on average, with a maximum up to 0.38 sherds/m?, collected in a handful of surveyed
squares upon erosive slopes) of ceramics produced in macroscopically and archacometrically?? identical Classi-
cal/Hellenistic fabrics, functions and types, as identified at Diizen Tepe, were registered in the grids located in
the western and south-western parts of the town. Although these densities cannot be used in an absolute sense to
determine the extent of the occupation during this period, they are sufficiently indicative to consider contempo-
rary occupation in these parts of Sagalassos in Classical/Hellenistic times. Considering the fact that the central
part of Sagalassos was monumentalized from mid Hellenistic and (mainly) Roman Imperial times onwards, it is
possible that more material may have been removed from those zones, although we have no direct evidence for
such practices as of yet. In any case, this material represents the oldest surface collection of sherds, which is well
represented over an extensive area mainly in the western and south-western parts of Sagalassos and is consistent,
from a fabric and morphological point of view. This evidence possibly situates the origins of Sagalassos in Classi-
cal/Hellenistic times - contemporary with Diizen Tepe.

Additionally, during the 2011 and 2012 seasons, respectively a foundation deposit for a terracing wall and an inhu-
mation burial were excavated in the northern part of the so-called Potters’ Quarter of Sagalassos. The pottery finds
from these loci (Fig. 6) represent the oldest stratigraphically defined material found at Sagalassos so far and are
datable to the (later) fifth to the (early) third centuries BCE. No contemporary potting activities are attested in the
Potters’ Quarter, although the macroscopical fabric characteristics are in line with clay resources at and around the

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site. The actual slope gradient of the excavated area in this part of the Potters’ Quarter is about 30%, implying that
for any organised activity to take place over time the laying-out of terraces was beneficial. Although it remains
unclear where and how civic life was organized in Classical to Early Hellenistic Sagalassos, the usage of this steep
terrain and the construction of terraces, at least partly in use as a burial area, required some sort of a communal
initiative at organization and therefore the existence of such a community.

Against the background of co-existing Sagalassos and Diizen Tepe, it is of importance to consider which clay raw
materials were selected from the environment. First, potters of both settlements processed clays which were local-
ly available. In the case of Sagalassos, the quarrying of ophiolitic clays was proven by core-drilling in the central
depression of the Potters’ Quarter. A palacosol developed on top of the quarried surfaces, the formation of which
was Cl14-dated to between 370/60 BCE and 50/40 BCE?4, providing a terminus ante quem for the clay quarrying
activities. Such activities could also be reconstructed on the eastern slope of the quarter?d, generally pre-dating
the installation of an early Roman Imperial potter’s workshop in this zone, while parts of a clay quarrying pit
were excavated in the south-eastern area, which was backfilled with material datable to the first half of the second
century CE. The nature of the geophysical anomalies in the south-eastern part of the quarter is indicative of more
clay quarrying activities. At Diizen Tepe, archaeometrical analysis of clays and shards indicated that clays with
an ophiolitic provenance were mostly selected by potters2°.Secondly, additional clay raw materials were quarried
in the environment of both sites. Although difficulties remain in discriminating provenances of comparable clay
bodies in great detail in the terrain, clays with similar properties are available in the wider Aglasun Valley?’, lo-
cated at the foot of both sites. Other than that, archaecometrical analysis at the Leuven Centre for Archaeological
Sciences has associated the earliest use of the so-called northwest Canakli-clays with Classical/Hellenistic pottery.
Whereas the Aglasun Valley clays were available within a 1-3km radius, the distance to the northwest Canakli-
clays was somewhat larger, representing, as the crow flies, c. 4-5km from Diizen Tepe and c. 7-8km from Sagalas-
sos (Fig. 7). The greenish grey clays, which had originally accumulated as part of a sequence of lake deposits in
the north-western section of the Canakli valley, were confirmed as having a consistent and analytically definable
geochemical signature in comparison to other clays from the same valley or elsewhere in the study region?3. This
particular clay resource was found in clay preparation pits in excavated Roman Imperial workshops in the Potters’
Quarter of Sagalassos?® and was archacometrically confirmed as the main component of contemporary Sagalas-
sos red slip ware30, Its exploitation was already confirmed in Hellenistic times3! and recently archaeometrical
analysis indicated that a line of black glazed vessels was made from these clays too32. The latter ware was found
during excavations at both Sagalassos and Diizen Tepe, albeit only in secondary deposits disallowing establish-
ing a stratigraphically anchored chronology. Typological features suggest a fourth-third centuries BCE bracket
for the ware. Although black glazed pottery was never common at both sites, it did represent the higher end of
the contemporary tableware market. In this respect, the link between the qualities of the ware and the selection
of a specific clay source is of importance. When, in contrast to more conservative Diizen Tepe, the potters of
Sagalassos would initiate the local production of a Hellenistic form repertoire from the end of the third century
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BCE onwards, the same link between the quality clays of northwest Canakli and the better tableware was main-
tained33. Although clays were available at and around Sagalassos and Diizen Tepe and tableware was made with
these, they mainly served the production of cooking ware and other utilitarian vessels. The extra effort to cover the
distance towards the northwest part of the Canakli Valley was clearly in function of better quality end products, in
casu mainly tableware.

One way or the other, co-existing Sagalassos and Diizen Tepe were dependent on largely the same catchment area.
Whether this condition resulted in tension between both communities is not revealed by the current archaeological
record, but must have had consequences for ownership patterns of land as well as marketing options for produce.
Similar mechanisms must have played a role in owning and accessing lands where clays could be quarried. In this
context, control over the clays of northwest Canakli should be considered. These were apparently not exploited by
other Classical/Hellenistic communities but both sites. Whereas in its original, Classical phase, Diizen Tepe seems
to have been the larger settlement of the two, possibly commanding more materials and produce, in the course of
the third century BCE Sagalassos seems to be taking over the lead in the region. The fact that the launching of
production at Sagalassos only of quality Hellenistic tableware implied full, if not unique access to the clay beds
of northwest Canakli, seems to confirm the process of increasing control of land and resources by Sagalassos.
Unfortunately, the details of contemporary land ownership patterns cannot be reconstructed. Unlike the wares of
Diizen Tepe, however, the Hellenistic pottery of Sagalassos was distributed to other sites within the wider study
area, possibly reflecting a widening action radius34. Diizen Tepe dwindled from the second century BCE onwards
whereas Sagalassos continued to develop. When Sagalassos red slip ware was to be launched in Augustan times,
Sagalassos was not only in control but also had extensive experience with the quality clay raw materials of north-
west Canakli, while its pottery was also established in a wider zone of distribution.

In this way, the Classical/Hellenistic period witnessed the origins of communal life at Sagalassos, but especially
with the extensive settlement at Diizen Tepe would the third and smallest valley system in our study area, the one
of Aglasun/Canakli, start to see systematic and organized occupation, which was, as far as we now know, not the
case in Archaic times. The large, fortified settlement of Hisar, overlooking the eastern part of the Canakli plain,
should also be mentioned. In general terms, the nature of the settlement pattern in the Burdur plain seems not to
have changed much from the preceding centuries, with a continuing role for Diiver/Darsa, hilltop forts and agricul-
tural settlements in the plain. In the Celtikg¢i plain, Beloren/Keraitai possibly took over the role of the promontory
of Seydikdy as central place and, at the other end of the plain, the settlement at Kepez kalesi grew in importance.

The Hellenistic period

In Hellenistic times, a general trend at increasing site numbers and site diversification, and the investment in
fortifications and forts was noticed in the wider study area. The former aspects possibly imply a scenario of de-
mographic growth or shifts, while the latter are indicative of troubled political and military times, or at least the
preparation against those. Unfortunately, the archaeological record of important sites in the region is too poorly
known to judge whether these communities were gradually adopting communal, urban features, as would hap-
pen at Beloren/Keraitai and Diizen Tepe, for instance, and from the third century BCE onwards certainly also at
Sagalassos. Possibly related to the presumed scenario of modest demographic growth, or at least of concentra-
tion, especially in the Aglasun/Canakli valley, the polis as an urban and socio-political model of communal life
caught on3. In a next step, most elements would increasingly nucleate in the one polis of Sagalassos, which
would eventually, in Roman Imperial times, upon the incorporation of the territory of Beloren/Keraitai, prevail as

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the main centralized settlement for the entire study area. As a matter of fact, the study area became increasingly
dependent territory under political and fiscal control of Sagalassos. To be sure, connectivity will also have played
a role in this scenario of growth, but clearly the location of the town of Sagalassos was more remote from the
mentioned natural thoroughfares. Sagalassos was not alone in that case, however, as a strategic location at high
elevation removed from accessible roads is a general feature of Hellenistic settlement selection. Of its two main
regional rivals, the town of Termessos is located in an even more dramatic mountain setting, albeit with relatively
easy access to the Mediterranean, while Selge’s location is aptly described as off the beaten track. In other words,
political power and military control, expressed in developing systems of forts, land ownership and fiscal manage-
ment, became a much more important factor in determining hierarchies and roles in settlement patterns3°.

Whereas the fabrics and shapes of the Classical/Hellenistic cooking wares and storage vessels attested at Sagalas-
sos did not seem to change until late Hellenistic times37, recent excavations revealed a small set of deposits with
material indicating that Sagalassos tablewares may tell a different story, from the later third century BCE onwards.
Underneath the foundations of the cavea of the Roman Imperial Odeon, the very badly preserved remains of an
ovoid up-draught kiln were found in 2007, surrounded by a small collection of tableware sherds, of which no firm
association with the kiln could be proven. Similarly, underneath the south-western corner of the second century
CE Macellum, the remains of a substantial, older wall were found in 2007, associated with loci which can be con-
sidered as levelling layers. These deposits contained another small collection of heavily fragmented tablewares.
Generally, the quality of the fabric, slips and morphology of these colour coated wares is higher when compared
to the previously discussed wares (Fig. 8). They are still fully Hellenistic in date, but the presence of the odd frag-
ment of mould-made bowls, as well as the reduced popularity of echinus bowls in favour of more open shapes
with downturned, rolled and bevelled rims, in more oxidized tones of firing, allow us to argue for a general later
third/second century BCE date for this type of material3s.

As similar material has so far not been retrieved from Diizen Tepe, we consider this limited but new collection of
material important, possibly indicating how the material culture assemblages of both sites start developing along
divergent paths from the later third century BCE onwards. These processes appear to have resulted in the well
documented dominance of Roman Imperial and Late Roman Sagalassos red slip ware3 and its associated urban
centre over the study region. Moreover, geophysical analysis in the area east of the Odeon of Sagalassos provides
hints at the presence of five more kiln structures immediately to the east of the excavated example*’. The evidence
is not yet strong enough to be considered as direct proof, but it at least provides fairly substantial indications for
the identification of the Hellenistic potters’ quarter of Sagalassos. If its location is to be established by future ex-
cavations, the Hellenistic potters’ quarter would be located in the (intra-mural) eastern part of the contemporary
urban community. Taken together with the incorporation of Hellenistic techniques of production as well as design
trends by the potters of Sagalassos, the presence of an area dedicated to mostly potting activities further indicates
differences of scale with Diizen Tepe.

From a ceramological point of view, it is important to stress the cohesiveness of the Classical/Hellenistic material
found at Diizen Tepe, Sagalassos, as well as the contemporary farmsteads, located in the Aglasun Valley during the
suburban and urban survey campaigns. This seems to point to communities that were not in competition in their

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subsistence strategies. The historical sources suggest, however, that Sagalassos was a very active political com-
munity, so much so that even Alexander the Great could not ignore it. The ceramological evidence, on the other
hand, points out that its influence in pre-Alexander days was mostly limited to its catchment basin in the Aglasun
Valley*!. It is only when the new, Hellenistic pottery repertoire is introduced at Sagalassos that we start finding
similar material on sites beyond the latter valley in what is then becoming the wider territory of Sagalassos. In this
respect, the distribution of Hellenistic pottery seems to be in correlation with the growing political influence of
Sagalassos over the region. The introduction of the new Hellenistic assemblage of material culture runs parallel to
the lay-out of Sagalassos as a fortified centre with urban amenities. Possibly, its needs for better military protec-
tion and organisation was also partly instigated by its own expansionist policies outside of the Aglasun Valley, by
which Sagalassos would, once and for all, distinguish itself from Diizen Tepe and start to politically dominate the
study region.
